All information and merchandise must be acceptable for all ages, e.g. no adult material 
or weapons or knives of any kind. Food and drink may not be sold unless you are a 
park-approved food vendor.

• Tents and ropes must be marked clearly and safely out of any walk ways. 
• Booths will not be broken down or packed up before 6:00 pm, regardless of weather. 
• Parking is in designated areas only. 
• No open fires are allowed. 
• Smokers are encouraged to use designated smoking areas. Please do not litter! 
• Your trash is your responsibility. Please leave the park as clean as when you arrived, if not better! Bring a 
bag for your garbage and take it with you. 
• The event is held rain or shine, prepare accordingly. There are no refunds on registration fees. 
• Absolutely no refunds for cancellations or no-shows. 
• Table locations will be assigned by the SJPP Committee. 
• Speakers or Entertainers who have not arrived at LEAST 60 minutes prior to their scheduled time 
will forfeit their performance/seminar.
