It is
panenthegic--seang dl
things as part of God/ dess,
and seang the Earth
Hersdf asaliving organism
of whomwe aepat. It is
dso ardigion of
Immanence--seaing

God/ dess present here and
now, within dl things, not
"out there somewhere' but
pat of daly life.

Wiccans reverence Naure
in dl her forms, and often
are active environmentdigs.
Wiccans celebrate eght
mgor holidays, the
beginning and midpoint of
each season. Wiccans dso
celebrae the phases of the
moon. Each of theserituds
or observances heps us
datune with the ever-
changing cycles of Naure.

Wiccaisdso aCraft. We
practice magic usng
meditation, chants,
visudization and spdlisto
help focus our will on what
we want to happen.
